Course Mechanics
We will be covering chapters 2-6 of the textbook.

Grading: The grade distribution is as follows:

I round your grades to the nearest percent, so a 69.5% at the end of the semester will count as a C, but a 69.4% will count as a D.

Homework: There will be approximately 10-12 homework assignments this semester.  They will be due by the end of class and they will NOT be accepted late FOR ANY REASON.  However, the two lowest homework scores will be dropped.  Each problem will (typically) be graded out of 3 points as follows: 3 points for a correct answer and FULL WORK shown, 2 points for the right idea with only a few minor mistakes, 1 point for some resemblance of the right idea (what this means exactly I leave up to the grader’s discretion), and 0 points for less than that.

Quizzes: There will be approximately 8-10 quizzes this semester.  They will be given out at the end of class and you will have 20 min. to do them.  The lowest quiz score will be dropped.

Exams: There will be 3 midterms and one final.  During the midterm all cell phones, pagers, etc. must be off or on silent and put away.  You may not even TOUCH said devices during a test, so make sure that they don’t go off and are stowed out of the way. 

Make-up Policy: A student may take a test or quiz early providing the he or she provides me with notice at least a week in advance.  In the case of an emergency and a test is missed (quizzes don’t count), the student must contact me within 24 hours to discuss the make-up exam.  I reserve the right to deny a request for a make-up without a valid, verifiable excuse.
Other Remarks
Students with Disabilities: It is the responsibility of the student with certified disabilities to provide the instructor with appropriate documentation from the office of the Dean of Students.
